Mission:
Working with your group, build the tallest straw tower possible capable of supporting the weight of a book for no more than $10,000 in materials.

Challenge:
You may only use the straws (50) and tape (3ft) provided to your group to complete the tower.  The straws are worth $200 a piece and the tape is $100 an inch.  Your group must figure out the total cost of your tower and stay within the $10,000 maximum budget.  The team that builds the tower capable of supporting a book with the lowest cost per inch wins.

Rules:

· You may only use the material you are provided with.

· Straws that are cut and unused are considered “used” materials.

· The tower must be able to hold a book and stay set and upright for no less than 10 seconds.

· The book must rest at the highest point on the tower.
